The Charles Howard Candler Professor Emerita of Educational Studies at Emory University, 
Carole Hahn’s research has included cross-national studies of citizenship education, gender 
issues and social studies. Her 1998 book, “Becoming Political: Comparative Perspectives on 
Citizenship Education,” won that year’s Jubilee Award from the Danish Secondary Teachers’ Union. 
She was also an editor of the 2008 SAGE International Handbook on Education for Citizenship 
and Democracy. She won the 1996 Exemplary Research Award from the National Council for the 
Social Studies (NCSS), the 2005 NCSS Jean Dresden Grambs Distinguished Career Research 
in Social Studies Award. the 2015 Distinguished Global Scholar Award of the International Assembly of 
NCSS, and the 2018 Irving Morrissett Award from SSEC.
